22For we know that the whole 
creation has been groaning together in the pains of 
childbirth until now. 23And not only the creation, but we 
ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan 
inwardly as we wait eagerly for adoption as sons, the 
redemption of our bodies.

For who hopes for what 
he sees? 25But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait 
for it with patience. 
 26Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do 
not know what to pray for as we ought, but the Spirit himself 
intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words. 27And 
he who searches hearts knows what is the mind of the 
Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according 
to the will of God.

So 
the servants said to him, ‘Then do you want us to go and 
gather them?’ 29But he said, ‘No, lest in gathering the weeds 
you root up the wheat along with them. 30Let both grow 
together until the harvest, and at harvest time I will tell the 



reapers, Gather the weeds first and bind them in bundles to 
be burned, but gather the wheat into my barn.’” . . . 
 36Then he left the crowds and went into the house. And 
his disciples came to him, saying, “Explain to us the parable 
of the weeds of the field.” 37He answered, “The one who 
sows the good seed is the Son of Man. 38The field is the 
world, and the good seed is the children of the kingdom. 
The weeds are the sons of the evil one, 39and the enemy 
who sowed them is the devil. The harvest is the close of the 
age, and the reapers are angels. 40Just as the weeds are 
gathered and burned with fire, so will it be at the close of the 
age. 41The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will 
gather out of his kingdom all causes of sin and all law-
breakers, 42and throw them into the fiery furnace. In that 
place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 43Then 
the righteous will shine like the sun in the kingdom of their 
Father. He who has ears, let him hear.”

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 
eat; this is My T body, which is given for you. This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 
My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.”
