Old Testament Reading Genesis 4:1–16 

 1Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and 
bore Cain, saying, “I have gotten a man with the help of the 
LORD.” 2And again, she bore his brother Abel. Now Abel 
was a keeper of sheep, and Cain a worker of the ground. 
3In the course of time Cain brought to the LORD an offering 
of the fruit of the ground, 4and Abel also brought of the 
firstborn of his flock and of their fat portions. And the LORD 
had regard for Abel and his offering, 5but for Cain and his 
offering he had no regard. So Cain was very angry, and his 
face fell. 6The LORD said to Cain, “Why are you angry, and 



why has your face fallen? 7If you do well, will you not be 
accepted? And if you do not do well, sin is crouching at the 
door. Its desire is for you, but you must rule over it.” 
 8Cain spoke to Abel his brother. And when they were in 
the field, Cain rose up against his brother Abel and killed 
him. 9Then the LORD said to Cain, “Where is Abel your 
brother?” He said, “I do not know; am I my brother’s 
keeper?” 10And the LORD said, “What have you done? The 
voice of your brother’s blood is crying to me from the 
ground. 11And now you are cursed from the ground, which 
has opened its mouth to receive your brother’s blood from 
your hand. 12When you work the ground, it shall no longer 
yield to you its strength. You shall be a fugitive and a 
wanderer on the earth.” 13Cain said to the LORD, “My 
punishment is greater than I can bear. 14Behold, you have 
driven me today away from the ground, and from your face I 
shall be hidden. I shall be a fugitive and a wanderer on the 
earth, and whoever finds me will kill me.” 15Then the LORD 
said to him, “Not so! If anyone kills Cain, vengeance shall 
be taken on him sevenfold.” And the LORD put a mark on 
Cain, lest any who found him should attack him. 16Then 
Cain went away from the presence of the LORD and settled 
in the land of Nod, east of Eden.

Epistle Romans 6:12–23 

 12Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal bodies, to 
make you obey their passions. 13Do not present your 
members to sin as instruments for unrighteousness, but 
present yourselves to God as those who have been brought 



from death to life, and your members to God as instruments 
for righteousness. 14For sin will have no dominion over you, 
since you are not under law but under grace. 
 15What then? Are we to sin because we are not under law 
but under grace? By no means! 16Do you not know that if 
you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you 
are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin, which 
leads to death, or of obedience, which leads to 
righteousness? 17But thanks be to God, that you who were 
once slaves of sin have become obedient from the heart to 
the standard of teaching to which you were committed, 
18and, having been set free from sin, have become slaves of 
righteousness. 19I am speaking in human terms, because of 
your natural limitations. For just as you once presented your 
members as slaves to impurity and to lawlessness leading 
to more lawlessness, so now present your members as 
slaves to righteousness leading to sanctification. 
 20When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to 
righteousness. 21But what fruit were you getting at that time 
from the things of which you are now ashamed? The end of 
those things is death. 22But now that you have been set free 
from sin and have become slaves of God, the fruit you get 
leads to sanctification and its end, eternal life. 23For the 
wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life 
in Christ Jesus our Lord.

2And calling to him 
a child, he put him in the midst of them 3and said, “Truly, I 
say to you, unless you turn and become like children, you 
will never enter the kingdom of heaven. 4Whoever humbles 
himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of 
heaven. 
 5“Whoever receives one such child in my name receives 
me, 6but whoever causes one of these little ones who 
believe in me to sin, it would be better for him to have a 
great millstone fastened around his neck and to be drowned 
in the depth of the sea. 
 7“Woe to the world for temptations to sin! For it is 
necessary that temptations come, but woe to the one by 
whom the temptation comes! 8And if your hand or your foot 
causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for 
you to enter life crippled or lame than with two hands or two 



feet to be thrown into the eternal fire. 9And if your eye 
causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away. It is better 
for you to enter life with one eye than with two eyes to be 
thrown into the hell of fire. 
 10“See that you do not despise one of these little ones. 
For I tell you that in heaven their angels always see the face 
of my Father who is in heaven. 11For the Son of Man came 
to save the lost. 12What do you think? If a man has a 
hundred sheep and one of them has gone astray, does he 
not leave the ninety-nine on the mountains and go in search 
of the one that went astray? 13And if he finds it, truly, I say 
to you, he rejoices over it more than over the ninety-nine 
that never went astray. 14So it is not the will of my Father 
who is in heaven that one of these little ones should perish.

This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.”
