Epistle 2 Corinthians 3:4–11 

 4Such is the confidence that we have through Christ 
toward God. 5Not that we are sufficient in ourselves to claim 
anything as coming from us, but our sufficiency is from God, 
6who has made us competent to be ministers of a new 
covenant, not of the letter but of the Spirit. For the letter 
kills, but the Spirit gives life. 
 7Now if the ministry of death, carved in letters on stone, 
came with such glory that the Israelites could not gaze at 
Moses’ face because of its glory, which was being brought 
to an end, 8will not the ministry of the Spirit have even more 



glory? 9For if there was glory in the ministry of 
condemnation, the ministry of righteousness must far 
exceed it in glory. 10Indeed, in this case, what once had 
glory has come to have no glory at all, because of the glory 
that surpasses it. 11For if what was being brought to an end 
came with glory, much more will what is permanent have 
glory.

32And they brought to him a man who was deaf 
and had a speech impediment, and they begged him to lay 
his hand on him. 33And taking him aside from the crowd 
privately, he put his fingers into his ears, and after spitting 
touched his tongue. 34And looking up to heaven, he sighed 



and said to him, “Ephphatha,” that is, “Be opened.” 35And 
his ears were opened, his tongue was released, and he 
spoke plainly. 36And Jesus charged them to tell no one. But 
the more he charged them, the more zealously they 
proclaimed it. 37And they were astonished beyond measure, 
saying, “He has done all things well. He even makes the 
deaf hear and the mute speak.”

The Words of Our Lord 

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 

eat; this is My T body, which is given for you. This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 

My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.” 

 



Proclamation of Christ 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving 
us Your body and blood to eat and to drink, You lead 
us to remember and confess Your holy cross and 
passion, Your blessed death, Your rest in the tomb, 
Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into 
heaven, and Your coming for the final judgment.
