 5If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives 
generously to all without reproach, and it will be given him. 
6But let him ask in faith, with no doubting, for the one who 
doubts is like a wave of the sea that is driven and tossed by 
the wind. 7For that person must not suppose that he will 
receive anything from the Lord; 8he is a double-minded 
man, unstable in all his ways.

 28One of the scribes came up and heard them disputing 
with one another, and seeing that [Jesus] answered them 
well, asked him, “Which commandment is the most 
important of all?” 29Jesus answered, “The most important is, 
‘Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one. 30And 
you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with 
all your soul and with all your mind and with all your 
strength.’ 31The second is this: ‘You shall love your neighbor 
as yourself.’ There is no other commandment greater than 
these.” 32And the scribe said to him, “You are right, 
Teacher. You have truly said that he is one, and there is no 
other besides him. 33And to love him with all the heart and 
with all the understanding and with all the strength, and to 
love one’s neighbor as oneself, is much more than all whole 
burnt offerings and sacrifices.” 34And when Jesus saw that 



he answered wisely, he said to him, “You are not far from 
the kingdom of God.” And after that no one dared to ask him 
any more questions. 
 35And as Jesus taught in the temple, he said, “How can 
the scribes say that the Christ is the son of David? 36David 
himself, in the Holy Spirit, declared, 

“‘The Lord said to my Lord, 
Sit at my right hand, 
 until I put your enemies under your feet.’ 

37David himself calls him Lord. So how is he his son?” And 
the great throng heard him gladly.

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 



This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 
My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.” 

 
Proclamation of Christ 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes.

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving 

us Your body and blood to eat and to drink, You lead 
us to remember and confess Your holy cross and 
passion, Your blessed death, Your rest in the tomb, 
Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into 
heaven, and Your coming for the final judgment.
