 1“When you come into the land that the LORD your God is 
giving you for an inheritance and have taken possession of 
it and live in it, 2you shall take some of the first of all the fruit 
of the ground, which you harvest from your land that the 
LORD your God is giving you, and you shall put it in a 
basket, and you shall go to the place that the LORD your 
God will choose, to make his name to dwell there. 3And you 
shall go to the priest who is in office at that time and say to 
him, ‘I declare today to the LORD your God that I have come 
into the land that the LORD swore to our fathers to give us.’ 
4Then the priest shall take the basket from your hand and 
set it down before the altar of the LORD your God. 



 5“And you shall make response before the LORD your 
God, ‘A wandering Aramean was my father. And he went 
down into Egypt and sojourned there, few in number, and 
there he became a nation, great, mighty, and populous. 
6And the Egyptians treated us harshly and humiliated us 
and laid on us hard labor. 7Then we cried to the LORD, the 
God of our fathers, and the LORD heard our voice and saw 
our affliction, our toil, and our oppression. 8And the LORD 
brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand and an 
outstretched arm, with great deeds of terror, with signs and 
wonders. 9And he brought us into this place and gave us 
this land, a land flowing with milk and honey. 10And behold, 
now I bring the first of the fruit of the ground, which you, O 
LORD, have given me.’ And you shall set it down before the 
LORD your God and worship before the LORD your God. 
11And you shall rejoice in all the good that the LORD your 
God has given to you and to your house, you, and the 
Levite, and the sojourner who is among you.”

Epistle 1 Corinthians 15:1–11 

 1Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I 
preached to you, which you received, in which you stand, 
2and by which you are being saved, if you hold fast to the 
word I preached to you—unless you believed in vain. 
 3For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also 
received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the 
Scriptures, 4that he was buried, that he was raised on the 
third day in accordance with the Scriptures, 5and that he 
appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 6Then he appeared 



to more than five hundred brothers at one time, most of 
whom are still alive, though some have fallen asleep. 7Then 
he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. 8Last of all, 
as to one untimely born, he appeared also to me. 9For I am 
the least of the apostles, unworthy to be called an apostle, 
because I persecuted the church of God. 10But by the grace 
of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me was not in 
vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of them, 
though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with me. 
11Whether then it was I or they, so we preach and so you 
believed.

19I 
will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and 
whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven, and 
whatever you loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.” 
20Then he strictly charged the disciples to tell no one that he 
was the Christ.

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 
eat; this is My T body, which is given for you. This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 
My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.” 

 
Proclamation of Christ 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes.

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving 

us Your body and blood to eat and to drink, You lead 
us to remember and confess Your holy cross and
