Taking one of the stones of the 
place, he put it under his head and lay down in that place to 
sleep. 12And he dreamed, and behold, there was a ladder 
set up on the earth, and the top of it reached to heaven. 
And behold, the angels of God were ascending and 
descending on it! 13And behold, the LORD stood above it and 
said, “I am the LORD, the God of Abraham your father and 
the God of Isaac. The land on which you lie I will give to you 
and to your offspring. 14Your offspring shall be like the dust

20Then Jacob 
made a vow, saying, “If God will be with me and will keep 
me in this way that I go, and will give me bread to eat and 
clothing to wear, 21so that I come again to my father’s house 
in peace, then the LORD shall be my God, 22and this stone, 
which I have set up for a pillar, shall be God’s house. And of 
all that you give me I will give a full tenth to you.”

 9And as they were coming down the mountain, he 
charged them to tell no one what they had seen, until the 
Son of Man had risen from the dead. 10So they kept the 
matter to themselves, questioning what this rising from the 
dead might mean. 11And they asked him, “Why do the 
scribes say that first Elijah must come?” 12And he said to 
them, “Elijah does come first to restore all things. And how 
is it written of the Son of Man that he should suffer many 
things and be treated with contempt? 13But I tell you that 
Elijah has come, and they did to him whatever they pleased, 
as it is written of him.”

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 
eat; this is My T body, which is given for you. This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 
My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.” 

 
Proclamation of Christ 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 
  
P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving 

us Your body and blood to eat and to drink, You lead 
us to remember and confess Your holy cross and 
passion, Your blessed death, Your rest in the tomb, 
Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into 
heaven, and Your coming for the final judgment.
