Old Testament Reading Genesis 14:8–20 

 8Then the king of Sodom, the king of Gomorrah, the king 
of Admah, the king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that is, 
Zoar) went out, and they joined battle in the Valley of 
Siddim 9with Chedorlaomer king of Elam, Tidal king of 
Goiim, Amraphel king of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar, 
four kings against five. 10Now the Valley of Siddim was full 
of bitumen pits, and as the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah 
fled, some fell into them, and the rest fled to the hill country. 
11So the enemy took all the possessions of Sodom and 
Gomorrah, and all their provisions, and went their way. 
12They also took Lot, the son of Abram’s brother, who was 



dwelling in Sodom, and his possessions, and went their 
way. 
 13Then one who had escaped came and told Abram the 
Hebrew, who was living by the oaks of Mamre the Amorite, 
brother of Eshcol and of Aner. These were allies of Abram. 
14When Abram heard that his kinsman had been taken 
captive, he led forth his trained men, born in his house, 318 
of them, and went in pursuit as far as Dan. 15And he divided 
his forces against them by night, he and his servants, and 
defeated them and pursued them to Hobah, north of 
Damascus. 16Then he brought back all the possessions, 
and also brought back his kinsman Lot with his 
possessions, and the women and the people. 
 17After his return from the defeat of Chedorlaomer and the 
kings who were with him, the king of Sodom went out to 
meet him at the Valley of Shaveh (that is, the King’s Valley). 
18And Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and 
wine. (He was priest of God Most High.) 19And he blessed 
him and said, 

“Blessed be Abram by God Most High, 
 Possessor of heaven and earth; 
20and blessed be God Most High, 
 who has delivered your enemies into your hand!” 

And Abram gave him a tenth of everything.

Epistle Ephesians 2:1–10 

 1And you were dead in the trespasses and sins 2in which 
you once walked, following the course of this world, 
following the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is 
now at work in the sons of disobedience— 3among whom 
we all once lived in the passions of our flesh, carrying out 
the desires of the body and the mind, and were by nature 
children of wrath, like the rest of mankind. 4But God, being 
rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved 
us, 5even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us 
alive together with Christ—by grace you have been saved— 
6and raised us up with him and seated us with him in the 
heavenly places in Christ Jesus, 7so that in the coming ages 
he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in 
kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 8For by grace you have 
been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it 
is the gift of God, 9not a result of works, so that no one may 
boast. 10For we are his workmanship, created in Christ 
Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that 
we should walk in them.

Then a voice 
came from heaven: “I have glorified it, and I will glorify it 
again.” 29The crowd that stood there and heard it said that it 
had thundered. Others said, “An angel has spoken to him.” 
30Jesus answered, “This voice has come for your sake, not 
mine. 31Now is the judgment of this world; now will the ruler 
of this world be cast out. 32And I, when I am lifted up from 
the earth, will draw all people to myself.” 33He said this to 
show by what kind of death he was going to die. 34So the 
crowd answered him, “We have heard from the Law that the 
Christ remains forever. How can you say that the Son of 
Man must be lifted up? Who is this Son of Man?” 35So 
Jesus said to them, “The light is among you for a little while 
longer. Walk while you have the light, lest darkness 
overtake you. The one who walks in the darkness does not 
know where he is going. 36While you have the light, believe 
in the light, that you may become sons of light.”

The Words of Our Lord 

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 
eat; this is My T body, which is given for you. This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 
My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.” 

 



Proclamation of Christ 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes.
