 12Therefore, my beloved, as you have always obeyed, so 
now, not only as in my presence but much more in my 
absence, work out your own salvation with fear and 
trembling, 13for it is God who works in you, both to will and 
to work for his good pleasure. 
 14Do all things without grumbling or questioning, 15that 
you may be blameless and innocent, children of God 
without blemish in the midst of a crooked and twisted 
generation, among whom you shine as lights in the world, 
16holding fast to the word of life, so that in the day of Christ I 
may be proud that I did not run in vain or labor in vain. 
17Even if I am to be poured out as a drink offering upon the 



sacrificial offering of your faith, I am glad and rejoice with 
you all. 18Likewise you also should be glad and rejoice with 
me. 
 19I hope in the Lord Jesus to send Timothy to you soon, 
so that I too may be cheered by news of you. 20For I have 
no one like him, who will be genuinely concerned for your 
welfare. 21They all seek their own interests, not those of 
Jesus Christ. 22But you know Timothy’s proven worth, how 
as a son with a father he has served with me in the gospel. 
23I hope therefore to send him just as soon as I see how it 
will go with me, 24and I trust in the Lord that shortly I myself 
will come also. 
 25I have thought it necessary to send to you Epaphroditus 
my brother and fellow worker and fellow soldier, and your 
messenger and minister to my need, 26for he has been 
longing for you all and has been distressed because you 
heard that he was ill. 27Indeed he was ill, near to death. But 
God had mercy on him, and not only on him but on me also, 
lest I should have sorrow upon sorrow. 28I am the more 
eager to send him, therefore, that you may rejoice at seeing 
him again, and that I may be less anxious.

Holy Gospel John 3:22–36 

P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the third 
chapter. 

  

 
  
 22After this Jesus and his disciples went into the Judean 
countryside, and he remained there with them and was 
baptizing. 23John also was baptizing at Aenon near Salim, 
because water was plentiful there, and people were coming 
and being baptized 24(for John had not yet been put in 
prison). 
 25Now a discussion arose between some of John’s 
disciples and a Jew over purification. 26And they came to 
John and said to him, “Rabbi, he who was with you across 
the Jordan, to whom you bore witness—look, he is 
baptizing, and all are going to him.” 27John answered, “A 
person cannot receive even one thing unless it is given him 
from heaven. 28You yourselves bear me witness, that I said, 
‘I am not the Christ, but I have been sent before him.’ 29The 
one who has the bride is the bridegroom. The friend of the 
bridegroom, who stands and hears him, rejoices greatly at 
the bridegroom’s voice. Therefore this joy of mine is now 
complete. 30He must increase, but I must decrease.” 
 31He who comes from above is above all. He who is of the 
earth belongs to the earth and speaks in an earthly way. He 
who comes from heaven is above all. 32He bears witness to 
what he has seen and heard, yet no one receives his 
testimony. 33Whoever receives his testimony sets his seal to 
this, that God is true. 34For he whom God has sent utters 



the words of God, for he gives the Spirit without measure. 
35The Father loves the Son and has given all things into his 
hand. 36Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life; 
whoever does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the 
wrath of God remains on him.

In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 
My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.”
