4Now there came a traveler to the 
rich man, and he was unwilling to take one of his own flock 
or herd to prepare for the guest who had come to him, but 
he took the poor man’s lamb and prepared it for the man 
who had come to him.” 5Then David’s anger was greatly 



kindled against the man, and he said to Nathan, “As the 
LORD lives, the man who has done this deserves to die, 
6and he shall restore the lamb fourfold, because he did this 
thing, and because he had no pity.” 
 7Nathan said to David, “You are the man! Thus says the 
LORD, the God of Israel, ‘I anointed you king over Israel, and 
I delivered you out of the hand of Saul. 8And I gave you 
your master’s house and your master’s wives into your arms 
and gave you the house of Israel and of Judah. And if this 
were too little, I would add to you as much more. 9Why have 
you despised the word of the LORD, to do what is evil in his 
sight? You have struck down Uriah the Hittite with the sword 
and have taken his wife to be your wife and have killed him 
with the sword of the Ammonites. 10Now therefore the sword 
shall never depart from your house, because you have 
despised me and have taken the wife of Uriah the Hittite to 
be your wife.’

Epistle Ephesians 2:11–18 

 11Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the 
flesh, called “the uncircumcision” by what is called the 
circumcision, which is made in the flesh by hands— 
12remember that you were at that time separated from 
Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and 
strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and 
without God in the world. 13But now in Christ Jesus you who 
once were far off have been brought near by the blood of 
Christ. 14For he himself is our peace, who has made us both 
one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of 



hostility 15by abolishing the law of commandments and 
ordinances, that he might create in himself one new man in 
place of the two, so making peace, 16and might reconcile us 
both to God in one body through the cross, thereby killing 
the hostility. 17And he came and preached peace to you 
who were far off and peace to those who were near. 18For 
through him we both have access in one Spirit to the 
Father.
