23And I will vindicate the holiness of my great name, which 
has been profaned among the nations, and which you have 
profaned among them. And the nations will know that I am 
the LORD, declares the Lord GOD, when through you I 
vindicate my holiness before their eyes. 24I will take you 
from the nations and gather you from all the countries and 
bring you into your own land. 25I will sprinkle clean water on 
you, and you shall be clean from all your uncleannesses, 
and from all your idols I will cleanse you. 26And I will give 
you a new heart, and a new spirit I will put within you. And I 



will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you 
a heart of flesh. 27And I will put my Spirit within you, and 
cause you to walk in my statutes and be careful to obey my 
just decrees. 28You shall dwell in the land that I gave to your 
fathers, and you shall be my people, and I will be your God.”

Epistle 1 Corinthians 2:6–16 

 6Yet among the mature we do impart wisdom, although it 
is not a wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who 
are doomed to pass away. 7But we impart a secret and 
hidden wisdom of God, which God decreed before the ages 
for our glory. 8None of the rulers of this age understood this, 
for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of 
glory. 9But, as it is written, 

“What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, 
 nor the heart of man imagined, 
what God has prepared for those who love him”— 

10these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit. 
For the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God. 
11For who knows a person’s thoughts except the spirit of 
that person, which is in him? So also no one comprehends 
the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. 12Now we 
have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who 
is from God, that we might understand the things freely 
given us by God. 13And we impart this in words not taught 
by human wisdom but taught by the Spirit, interpreting 
spiritual truths to those who are spiritual. 
 14The natural person does not accept the things of the 
Spirit of God, for they are folly to him, and he is not able to 



understand them because they are spiritually discerned. 
15The spiritual person judges all things, but is himself to be 
judged by no one. 16“For who has understood the mind of 
the Lord so as to instruct him?” But we have the mind of 
Christ.

 18“If the world hates you, know that it has hated me before 
it hated you. 19If you were of the world, the world would love 



you as its own; but because you are not of the world, but I 
chose you out of the world, therefore the world hates you. 
20Remember the word that I said to you: ‘A servant is not 
greater than his master.’ If they persecuted me, they will 
also persecute you. If they kept my word, they will also keep 
yours. 21But all these things they will do to you on account 
of my name, because they do not know him who sent me.

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was 
betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, 
He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, 

eat; this is My T body, which is given for you. This do 
in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and 
when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: 
“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in 

My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness 
of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me.” 

 
Proclamation of Christ 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 

C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 
  

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving 
us Your body and blood to eat and to drink, You lead 
us to remember and confess Your holy cross and 
passion, Your blessed death, Your rest in the tomb, 
Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into 
heaven, and Your coming for the final judgment.
